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Bruce Richard joined the Forum in a career pivot from lT project management to environmental advocacy. After completing MC Class 35 he moved onto the sustainable certificate program at Dominican University  where he focused on engaging non-profits and businesses in adopting sustainability practices. He worked with small organizations such as The Away Station and Sustainable Fairfax to promote community sustainability. 

This led him to spend a couple years working on sustainable food practices in Portland were he partnered with Abby's table a local food production enterprise and promoted access to healthy food with Oregon Food Bank's Learning Garden and the year round Hollywood Farmers Market.

Returning to Marin, in 2017 he returned to the EFM board this year to help improve  operational readiness and explore new development outreach options to ensure EFM's own sustainability agenda.
